ABOUT THE EVENT 

 Quantitative Aptitude, being the mainstay of every competitive exam, has become vital that 

every student must strengthen his/her aptitude skills today. A program was conducted to 

educate the students of Commerce Department and the members of the MBA Rank Gainer 

Club, on the nuances of applying strategies and tactics, so that they can have an edge over 

quantitative aptitude.  For this purpose, Mr. Jenin Benitto (Lead Mentor of IMS Chennai) was 

invited as the resource person.  

 

The program began with a short prayer by Caleb Samuel (2nd Year B. Com student) followed 

by a welcome address by Godric Jeswin Paiva. Then, Prof. Charles Jail Singh an overview of 

the programme by emphasizing the significance of developing quantitative aptitude.
