
THE BOOK LAUNCH OF MUNNATHI BY REV.FR. MARK S.J

The Department of History in collaboration with the Department of
Tamil, Department of Visual Communication and AICUF Chennai
organised the book launch of Tamil novel MUNNATHI written by Rev.
Fr. Mark, S.J. The event was organised at Lawrence Sundaram Hall on
March 12, 2021 at 10 AM. MUNNATHI is a biographical novel of Rev.
Fr. J. B. Trincal SJ (1815-1891), a French Jesuit, who preached the true
values of Christianity among people in and around W. Pudupatti
(Srivilliputhur) and many other places in Tamil Nadu.  He also founded
schools to educate the masses and protected people from caste based
oppressions.

The event was graced by the members of the Society of Jesus, members
belonging toother congregations, prominent authors, thinkers, writers
and the students from the Departments of Tamil, History & Media.
