On 05/05/2022 the Department of History, Loyola
College (Autonomous), Chennai -34 organised a
field visit to Tamil Nadu State Legislative Assembly.

We also saw the honourable
Tamil Nadu Chief Minister, Thiru MK Stalin in the
Assembly. However, after 30 minutes, the officials
called us to leave the Hall. We left the legislature at
10:40 am.

For many students, it was their first visit to Legislative Assembly and
most exciting experience. Through this visit, students gained practical knowledge about the
procedures, discipline, and custom maintained in the legislature. The visit was also useful for the

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St. GEORGE FORT MUSEUM

On 28/05/2022, the Department of History, Loyola College (Autonomous) organised a field visit
to the Fort St George museum. Dr Arputha Selvi and Prof.Ahilan Joe Woutres J J accompanied
the students. The students reached the museum at 10:00 am.

The Fort Museum has two floors, but the second floor was inaccessible due to renovation.
The students spent nearly two hours in the museum. The museum consist of different sections.
On the ground floor are five sections: arms and armour, medal, Porcelain, Fort St. George, and
its Church. The second floor is dedicated to Art, comprising oil painting and paint gallery, and
numismatics. The museum contains articles, which talks about the history of South India, from
British colonial times to modern India. It also throws lights into the history of Madras.
